RULES

ALL WALES CLAMP SILAGE  

& 
BIG BALE SILAGE COMPETITIONS
The following rules apply:

1. For Clamp Silage entries - at least 30 per cent of the conserved forage dry matter fed on the entrant’s farm over the winter period must be grass silage.

2. Big Bale entries - silage will count for at least 60% of the farm’s winter forage.

3. The silage judged in detail with analysis must be grass silage and from the main source of silage on the farm that year although the other silages on the farm will be taken into consideration in all other aspects.

4. The silage judged may have upto 10% of an absorbent additive incorporated in it.

5. The silage entered must have been made in the same year as that entered for the local competition i.e. no nomination of winners from a previous year.

6. When judging the Big Bale competition a minimum of 3 bales will be chosen by the judges and unwrapped and inspected.

7. The class of stock to which silage is being offered must be stated.

8. Regional winners and overall finalists are excluded from entry at Regional level for the next two years. 

9. Only one entrant per local society in the Regional competition.

10. Scoring will be according to the following systems (Clamp Silage or Big Bale Competition) and judges will take account, where appropriate, of the farm circumstances as given on the entry form.

11. Any publicity used for commercial advertising must have prior approval from the Secretary.
