With oil price and demand ever increasing there is growing interest in the role of energy crops to reduce energy costs and to provide a more sustainable energy supply for Wales. 

Research scientists at IBERS (Institute of Biological, Environmental and Rural Sciences) are exploring the most efficient ways of turning plants into energy, providing a ‘green energy’ supply and also an alternative income source for Welsh farmers. 
Part of their work programme is focussing on willow and miscanthus as sources of biomass, which can be burnt to supply heat and power at scales ranging from large power stations to domestic boilers. Another key area is exploring the role that ryegrass can play in producing a range of fuels and products. 
This workshop will blend together science expertise and practical experiences to provide valuable information to anyone interested in entering the energy crop industry.
